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The application of case study method on health policy analysis
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[ Abstract] Case study method is one of the conventional methods in social science for analyzing complex social

system, and it has strong applicability to research of health policy process. On the basis of literature review in terms

of related methodology and empirical evidence of case study, this article makes a preliminary introduction about ge-

neric approach and methods of case study from the aspects of characteristics, type, design and implementation, and

briefly discusses the usage of case study method in health policy research, in terms of study design, case selection

and research application.
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
